Mot enly do tugboots handle the big
ships in close quorters, which i the spec
taeular part to the londsman, but as power
units they tow a tremendous tonnage coast-
wisa, through inland waterwoys, ond even
in the open sea.

The feats of seamonship o tugboat skip-
par performs give ws yachismen a yord-
stick to ge by. To grope into a cleft in
the coast with a thirty fooler, and then
see o lug tweep in with six barges, ex-
changs them for others and sweep out
again B an experience.

The kind but unsung deeds rugboat skip-
pars hove performed for yochtsmen are
countless, A tugboot 5 expensive to oper-
ate. She is on a tight schedule and cannot
afford 1o play around, Yet we have seen
tugs help yochtsmen when there wos ne
real danger and no dire emergency. To
taka one cose ox on illustration: and oux-
llery in tha tide ond currenl-swept Eost
River hod engine trouble. As she drified

A glorious, old-fashioned sea saga hos been
written by the French liner lle de France, which
hos just rescued twenty-four men from o sinking
ship during a mid-Atlantic gale. The vessel
wrecked by the storm was the Libarian freighter
Greenville, an Inslgnificant anfry on the world's
ship registers. The lle de France, by contrast, is
one of the sea queens of today. Mo ship ever
leaves another to is fate, aond the liner dis-
rupted its schedule and risked the lives of its
persannel in an attempt, happily successful, to
rescue the imperiled seamen.

That all but twe of the Greenville's crew of
pwanty-six were saved wos due to the courage,
vigor, and obove all, the seamarnship of the
French sailors, Two lifeboals were pul aver the
side of the lle de France; they made four frips
to the Greenville and brought back the Liberi-
ans in the foce of what the French skipper,
Copt. Fronk Garrigue, colled ane af the worst
storms he hod ever ssen. French sea power,
both naval and merchant, has suffered more
than its share of bad luck in recemt years, but
thiz triumphant rescue tells a grophic story of on
old tradifion renewed. |3 It for-fetched fo seek o
parallel batween this incident ot saa and the
plight of the French ship of state, and to hope
that the old decisiveness and mastery reassert
themaalves in Paris, loo?
