WANT TO DO A GOOD TURN?

M of the least heard of, but most
O difficult, johs performed by hor
bor tugs is in the good-trick-if-you-
can-do-It category: nighbng an over-
turned scow o barge, Occasonally
ome will capalze in extremely roagh
weather, or becanse of shifting cargo,
n eollisson, or plain cnrelessness. 1T the
craft iself is nod seriously damaged. it
ofien Talls to the lof of o hig, lird o
right ber, then o tow her o some
drydock for sepais.

In n recent instance a bocal scow
was berthed at Pher 7, Jerscy City, n
Ceniral Rallroad of Mew Jersey pler,
al high water, As the tide fell the scow
seitled o sommse submerged  pilings
whach, belng uneven in height, coused
her cargo of scrap metal o shift, so
that she capsized. Our fug Eugene F
Moran {Capd. Earl Allen)was assipned
to right the scow and deliver her o
Rice's Shipvard wt Edgewater.

First the scow, approximately 1000
k 40, had o be rpged for lowing io
an open area of water af beast 45 fect
deep w0 she could be righted, & pre-
liminary maneaver was L pdss i
cobles around the scow ahowl 443 [eel
apart and |1-:|I.| theem tight arownd the
bulwarks., Then the Eugeme F.'s tow.
ing hawser was hooked onto one end,
and the scow weps Plllli,'.l." very slomwly
to desper water,

Mext, the towing hawser was cast
off . Wire bridles sere Fpged to cach
of the cables on the scow, on the side
away from the tue. When evervthing
was |n rendiness the Fupene F's
I, TH0-horsepower, dicselclectric pro-
pulsion plant stamed to “rev up”—
showly at first, but as the qoick-water
froo e tup's propeller began 1o force
the mear side of the soow downwand
inin the water, the engine wns accel
erated bo full-nhesd,

Thus, n forceful combination of pull
on the cubles and push from the tur-
hulent wake was enoggh o make the
scow tum over 10 an upright position
—the sforesaid “geod irick,”

Chnce the scow was righted, it cnly
remained for the Fuperne F. 1o haul
her safely to the drydock; but this
can be a ticklish operation, too. If such
